Dredge Materials  

Pass Final Tests for  

Offshore Disposal 
 

The Dredging Committee is pleased to 

report that our project engineer was noti-

fied in the latter part of September that the 

boring samples taken for the extensive 

series of laboratory tests to determine 

whether our dredging spoils are suitable 

for offshore disposal without environ-

mental risk passed the final testing proto-

col. The 28 day bioaccumulation tests were 

completed and analyzed by EnviroSys-

tems, specialists in environmental toxicol-

ogy and chemistry. Senior scientist Ken 

Simon reported.  "Based on the data from 

the 3 reports, plus the bulk and elutriate 

chemistry studies I see no apparent reason 

that the sediments from the dredge area are 

not acceptable for offshore disposal." This 

finding is critical in our efforts to gain the 

approval of the Army Corps of Engineers 

(ACOE) for the project, with offshore dis-

posal, which is much less costly than up-

land disposal. Upland disposal costs can be 

$200 or more per cubic yard versus $40-50 

for offshore disposal. With a project in-

volving nearly10, 000 cubic yards, the po-

tential savings are extraordinary. 

Based upon the lab results, our engineer 

has drafted a Statement of Work for bid 

purposes and has been instructed to solicit 

bids from several qualified dredging con-

tractors. The permitting process with the 

ACOE is anticipated to take several 

months.
